
How to Ride
SacRT has 52 light rail stations, with 22 park-and-ride lots. See reverse for system map. Light rail 
trains operate every 15 to 30 minutes depending on the day of the week and time, please check 
the schedule at sacrt.com.

 

*Remember, light rail trains operate on one-way streets in downtown, so you will need to board 
return trains at a different station than where you arrived. Check the sign located at the front of 
the light rail train to make sure you are boarding the correct train.
